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The mission of the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) may be regarded as one of the most significant
turning points in the history of human civilization—an event that not only brought about a profound
spiritual and religious transformation but also opened new horizons in the understanding of human dignity,
social justice, responsibility, and peaceful coexistence. From this perspective, revisiting the Prophet’s
teachings is not merely a return to a historical past; rather, it is an effort to explore the capacities of Islamic
thought in addressing the challenges and needs of the contemporary world.

Today, concepts such as the inherent dignity of human beings, equality before the law, judicial
justice, protection of vulnerable groups, fundamental freedoms, accountability of those in power, and
respect for the rights of non-combatants are among the most important components of contemporary legal
and ethical discourse. Although these concepts have been articulated within modern theoretical and legal
frameworks, an examination of the life and tradition of the Prophet of Islam (PBUH) reveals that many of
these values possess deep roots in the Prophetic teachings, and their foundations can be traced in both his
words and actions.

By emphasizing the sanctity of human life, property, and honor, the Messenger of God (PBUH)
established the principle of human dignity. By rejecting ethnic and racial superiority, he reaffirmed the
equality of all people. Through his commitment to the rule of law and personal accountability, he presented
a model of ethical governance. Furthermore, by insisting upon justice in judgment and adjudication, he
strengthened the foundations of fair and impartial legal process. His concern for the protection of women,
children, orphans, and the disadvantaged; his prohibition of harm to non-combatants during conflicts; and
his preference for peace over violence all demonstrate the extensive potential of the Prophetic tradition to
engage with the humanitarian concerns of the modern age.

Understanding this valuable legacy, however, requires sensitivity to the conditions of time and
place and avoidance of static and ahistorical interpretations. The Prophetic teachings can serve as a source
of inspiration in both thought and social practice only when they are reexamined in light of the needs of
contemporary humanity and through an ijtithad-based and civilizational approach. Consequently,
exploring the relationship between the Prophetic mission and the legal and ethical imperatives of today’s
world is not merely a historical inquiry but an intellectual necessity for rethinking the capacities of Islamic
civilization in addressing contemporary issues.

Accordingly, this issue of the journal has been prepared on the occasion of the Y,© + + th anniversary
of the birth of the Prophet of Light and Mercy. It seeks to provide an opportunity for renewed reflection
on the various dimensions of his personality and mission, as well as a deeper appreciation of the enduring
capacities of his teachings in the pursuit of a more just, humane, and ethical society.
